Jock the Cat and the Pirate Mice Outline

& the Tl Ship N1-P1

Workshop Outline
Introduction (10 mins)

The class are welcomed to the Classroom by a member of our learning team. The
session begins with a brief discussion about cats, the role of a cat onboard a ship
such as Glenlee and an introduction to pirates.

The Adventures of Jock the Cat Cartoon (5 mins)
Object Handling Session (15 mins)

Children handle and discuss some of the objects that they may have spotted in the
cartoon

Dress up Jock as a pirate (10 mins)

A sorting and role-playing exercise where students help to dress Jock as a pirate for
the day

Dressing up/Role Play session (10 mins)

Students will have the opportunity to try on a pirate hat or bandana and then take
part in a short role-playing exercise about pirates

Learn a pirate song (5 mins)
Self-led Mouse Hunt (45 mins)

After the workshop, students will be split into 3 groups with at least one adult group
leader per group. The group will then embark on a hunt around the ship to help Jock
find all of the pesky mice!

The mouse hunt concludes in the interactive cargo hold where pupils can explore our
children’s crawl through play area. (play area is limited to 12 pupils at any one time)
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
